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2008-2009 Funding Cycle

During the 2008-2009 funding cycle 2 were awarded funds totaling $44,529.30.

TGIF Project:  Implementation of a Room Temperature Nucleic Acid Storage Technology in UCLA Research Laboratories ($12,529.30). 
This project will offer life sciences researchers at UCLA the opportunity to evaluate a new technology that enables nucleic acids (DNA, RNA, DNA in bacterial lysates) to be stored at ambient temperature.  Currently these nucleic acids are being stored in energy intensive laboratory freezers; this project will lower the consumption and the carbon footprint of UCLA research laboratories
TGIF Project: UCLA STARS Sustainability Assessment ($32,000).
 The project will conduct a comprehensive assessment of UCLA Sustainability, using the Sustainability Assessment Reporting and Tracking System (STARS).   The funding for this project will support students for the summer, who will be working with the UCLA Sustainability Coordinator, Nurit Katz, and with other campus administrators, to gather data for the assessment.  They will examine waste, energy, green buildings, academics, research, and other areas of sustainability.
