EVP Advocacy Grant Guidelines

Established for the first time in 2009-2010, the EVP Advocacy Grant provides UCLA undergraduate students and student groups the opportunity to apply for funding to support programs & events that raise awareness about issues & topics that students are passionate about. 
Since this is the first time a funding opportunity of this nature is being offered to the UCLA undergraduate campus, the EVP office encourages students and student groups to develop creative and unique initiatives.
The purpose of the EVP Advocacy Grant is to not only help students and student groups promote awareness about social justice issues on campus but to also help students develop a sense of empowerment and promote dialogue about issues we care about.  

 A unique element of the Advocacy Grant is that in order to be eligible for funding, the student(s) organizing the event must collaborate in some way with an outside entity or organization. This requirement was developed to promote UCLA undergraduate’s involvement with our community. 
Please read the guidelines below to learn more about the specific requirements of the Advocacy Grant: 

I. Applicant Eligibility
a. Must be an UCLA Undergraduate enrolled in at least four(4) quarter units
b. Applicant can be affiliated with a Registered Student Group OR can apply for funding independently 
II. Funding Initiative


a. The advocacy grant must be used to support initiatives that relate to social justice and advocacy 
b. The EVP office encourages students requesting funding to develop innovative and unique initiatives including but not limited to: workshops, programming, community outreach, teach-ins and educational panels, etc. 
c. The grant can be used to fund costs associated with facilities, publicity/advertising, supplies, and expenses essential the success of the initiative
d. Funds may not be used for food or other extraneous expenditures
e. Funding initiatives must occur on the main UCLA campus
III. External Entity Collaboration 

a. Students must collaborate with an external entity in order to qualify for funding
b. Students must demonstrate that the external entity has a history and commitment to the issue, problem, concern for which they are jointly advocating for 
c. External entities can include but are not limited to: community organization, non-profits, UCLA academic departments & research centers, volunteer organizations, etc
d. Businesses and for-profit organization are permissible as external entities BUT their collaboration CANNOT be for commercial, marketing, advertising, or sponsorship purposes
IV. Application Guidelines

a. Applications are available online at: http://students.asucla.ucla.edu/funding/overview.php
b. Applications must be submitted 3 weeks prior to proposed funding initiative
c. Applicant may be asked to attend a 10-15min interview so that the Advocacy Grant committee may review their application and acquire more information 

d. No Retroactive Funding will be approved
e. Supplemental materials requested below (see checklist) must be submitted with the Application
f. Applicants must complete the EVP Advocacy Grant Application, Date & Time Stamp the documents (available in Kerckhoff Hall 332, the Student Government Accounting office), and submit the documents to the EVP Office, Kerkhoff Hall by 5pm Monday
V. Awarding and Payment
a. Maximum award amount will not exceed $550 per application
b. Timeline of Awarding and Payment

i. Week 1: Application Received and Processed

ii. Week 2: Interview with Advocacy Grant Committee 
iii. Week 3: Student/ Student Group Awarded Funds

c. Please note that additional information or requirements may be requested at the discretion of the USAC External Vice President or the Grant Director for evaluation purposes. 
VI. Rolling Application/Application Tiers
a. Applications are taken on a rolling basis and must be submitted three weeks prior to the event for which you are applying for funding. Submitting an application after this deadline will result in points docked off your application

b. A tier system exists to accommodate those student  or student groups who wish to apply to the Fund more than once per academic year
c. Those who apply to the Fund for a second time in one year will be put into the second tier, groups who apply to the Fund for a third time in one year will be put into the third tier, and so on.
d. Second tier applications will only be considered, in the order in which they were delivered to and received by the EVP office, if funds remain in the EVP Advocacy Grant Program Fund for the quarter in which the applications were filed. Third tier applications will only be considered, in the order in which they were delivered to and received by the EVP office, after all second tier applications have been considered, and so on for fourth, fifth, sixth, etc tier applications.
e. Funding is not guaranteed for second, third, fourth, etc tier applications, even if adequate funds remain in the EVP Advocacy Grant Program Fund for the quarter in which the applications were filed.
VII. Checklist of Application Materials
· Advocacy Grant Application 
· Background Information pertaining to issue, problem, concern Initiative is intending to advocate for (can be from website or typed document)
· Background Information for External Entity students are collaborating with (can be from organization’s website or typed document)
·  Direct price quotes explicitly showing the price of what is to be funded (costs to be funded must be highlighted) 

· Any publicity, advertising, or educational materials student(s) intend to distribute
